 Shopping Vocabulary

1. Types of Shops / Stores (Види магазинів)  
Food & Daily Needs:  
- Supermarket – a large store selling food, drinks, and household items (Walmart, Tesco)  
- Grocery store – a smaller shop selling food and essentials (local corner shop)  
- Bakery – sells bread, cakes, and pastries  
- Butcher’s (shop) – sells fresh meat (beef, chicken, pork)  
- Fishmonger’s – sells fresh fish and seafood  
- Greengrocer’s – sells fresh fruits and vegetables  
- Dairy (shop) – sells milk, cheese, and eggs (less common now)  

Clothing & Fashion:  
- Clothing store – sells clothes (Zara, H&M)  
- Shoe shop – sells footwear  
- Jewellery store – sells rings, necklaces, etc.  

Household & Electronics:  
- Department store – a big shop with different sections (Macy’s, Harrods)  
- Hardware store – sells tools and DIY supplies  
- Electronics store – sells phones, laptops, etc.  

Other Shops:  
- Pharmacy / Drugstore – sells medicine and toiletries 
- Bookshop – sells books  
- Toy shop – sells toys  
- Pet shop – sells pet food and accessories  
- Florist’s – sells flowers  

2. Visiting Shops / Going Shopping (Відвідування магазинів)  
- Go shopping – I go shopping every Saturday.  
- Browse – to look at goods without buying immediately.  
- Window shopping – looking at items in shops without buying.  
- Do the shopping – She does the shopping for her family.  


 3. Range of Goods / Product Assortment (Асортимент товарів)  
- Wide range (широкий ассортимент) – This store has a wide range of products.  
- Limited selection (обмежений вибір) – The small shop has a limited selection.  
- Brand (торгівельна марка)– Which brand of coffee do you prefer? 
- Quality (якість) – The quality of these shoes is excellent.  

 4. Shopping / Purchases (Покупки)  
- Buy (bought, bought) – I bought a new jacket. 
- Purchase (formal) – She made a large purchase. 
- Shopping list – I always make a shopping list. 
- Try on (приміряти)  – Can I try on these jeans?

5. Price (Ціна)  
- Expensive (дорогий) / Cheap (дешевий) – This phone is too expensive. 
- Affordable (доступний) – These shoes are affordable. 
- Discount (знижка)  – There’s a 20% discount today.  
- Bargain (шара)  – a very good price. I found a great bargain!

 6. Money (Гроші)  
- Cash (готівка)– I paid in cash.  
- Credit card (кредитна картка)– Do you accept credit cards?  
- Change (решта) – Here’s your change. 
- Cost- коштувати (cost, cost) – How much does it cost?

Fixed phrases and idioms
· Easy money: Money earned with little effort.
· Example: Some people think running a website is easy money.
· Money doesn't grow on trees: A reminder that money is a limited resource and doesn't come easily.
· Example: You can't just buy everything you want—money doesn't grow on trees, you know.
· Spend money like water: To spend a lot of money carelessly or extravagantly.
· Example: Julia spends money like water. She goes shopping almost every day!
· Throw money around: To spend money carelessly or on unnecessary things.
· Example: The government is throwing a lot of money around.
· Throw good money after bad: To waste more and more money on something that is already a bad investment.
· Example: Instead of paying to fix my laptop all the time, I think I should buy a new one. I don't want to throw good money after bad.
· Cost an arm and a leg: To be very expensive.
· Example: That new smartphone costs an arm and a leg.
· Break the bank: To cost too much money or to spend all your money on something.
· Example: I'd love to go on a luxury holiday, but it would completely break the bank.
· Dirt cheap / For a song: Very inexpensive.
· Example: I bought these shoes dirt cheap at the sale.
· Example: She bought her new phone for a song.
· Made of money / Rolling in money / Have deep pockets: To be very rich.
· Example: Paul must be made of money. Look at his brand new car!
· Example: Jim is rolling in money. He must have won the lottery or something.
· Example: They always donate generously to charity; they have deep pockets.
· Tighten one's belt: To spend less money because you have less available or need to save.
· Example: Since I lost my job, we've had to tighten our belts and cut back on eating out.
· Live beyond your means: To spend more money than you can afford.
· Example: They've been living beyond their means for years, and now they're struggling to pay their debts.
· Make ends meet: To have just enough money to cover your expenses.
· Example: With rising rent prices, it's getting harder for many families to make ends meet.
· Save for a rainy day: To set money aside for unexpected expenses or emergencies.
· Example: I've been saving for a rainy day in case the car breaks down.
· Broke / Flat broke / Skint / Penniless: To have no money.
· Example: I lost my job and now I'm broke.
· Example: I can't lend you money again; I'm flat broke.
· In the black: Profitable; not in debt.
· Example: We're finally in the black after last quarter's sales.
· Born with a silver spoon in one's mouth: Born into a wealthy family.
· Example: He doesn't understand hard work; he was born with a silver spoon in his mouth.
· Nest egg: Savings set aside for future use, often for retirement.
· Example: They have a nest egg for their retirement.
· Keep the wolf from the door: To have enough money to avoid going hungry or to meet basic needs.
· Example: This part-time job helps keep the wolf from the door.
